6 lessons
In this unit, children explore keeping the pulse together

through music and movement, by exploring their favourite
things.

represent the seaside.

Pitch (Theme: Superheroes)

This unit helps the children learn to identify high and low notes
and to compose a simple tune to represent a superhero.

This unit uses fairytales to introduce children to the concept of
sound patterns (rhythms). They explore clapping along to
repeated words and phrases, creating rhythmic patterns to tell
a familiar fairytale.

This Japanese inspired topic looks at the springtime festival of
Hanami, which celebrates the fleeting beauty of spring flowers.
Children use descriptive vocabulary to create a Haiku, put it to
music and finally add percussion sound effects to bring all
elements together before a final, group performance.
